CAN YOU EXERCISE TOO MUCH?

The last few articles have been on exercising and
some of the ways to achieve exercising in a healthy
manner. But did you know you can exercise too
much? While regular exercise is vital for a healthy
body and mind, many us don't realize there can be

too much of a good thing.

Your body needs time, rest and nutrition between
exercise sessions to regenerate and repair it-
self. When you push your body too hard or long,
you're not giving it the chance to recover. This is
called overtraining. Overtraining can occur in any
type of activity, including aerobic exercises, such as
running or biking, and resistance exercises, such as
weightlifting. Signs of overtraining may include:

Increased iliness

Moodiness or irritability

Loss of interest in exercise

Sleep disorders

Increased stress

Depression

Decreased appetite and weight loss

Muscle, joint and tendon soreness or stiffness
